"We designed EZTakes to give consumers the convenience, speed and cost
advantages of movie downloads, while also providing the tremendous portability of
standard DVDs," said Jim Flynn, CEO of EZTakes. Flynn continued, "Our customers
love the fact that they can watch our movie downloads on their big screen TVs, as
opposed to being forced to watch feature-length films on PC monitors, as is the
case with just about every other movie download offering."
